The Stone Age:

Lasted a very long time. It began about 2.7 million years
ago when the first humans started to make tools out of
stone. The first people came to Britain in around 900,000
BC and marked the start of Palacolithic Britain

The Bronze Age:

During this era, people discovered how to make bronze.
This was a huge development and meant their tools would
be much stronger.

The Iron Age:

This was the last period of prehistoric Britain before the
Romans arrived. People were making even more useful tools
and learned to make them out of Iron.
